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The City of Hartford is the capital of the State of Connecticut and the 
second largest city in the state with a metropolitan area population of 
1.2 million.

The demographics for the Hartford MSA are 
strong with an average household income of $20,000 over the national 
average. The Hartford Central Business District has approximately eight 
million square feet of office space that serves as an employment center 
for the greater Hartford area, it is currently the home to corporate and 
regional headquarters of numerous financial and insurance companies 
including Aetna/U.S. Healthcare, CIGNA, Phoenix Home Life Mutual 
Insurance, and Hartford Insurance, as well as many other financial 
institutions, law firms and various service companies. Other major 
employers include the State of Connecticut, Travelers Co., United 
Technologies and Hartford Hospital.

Hartford has taken a variety of development steps over the past decade 
to create a renewed interest in the entertainment districts and facilities 
that have historically attracted residents and visitors to the city. This 
includes concert venues, theaters, museums and sports venues that are 
located within the proximity of the Hartford Central Business District. The 
largest draw in the Central Business District continues to be the sporting 
and concert events featured at The Coliseum (adjacent to The Hartford 
Civic Center). Sports teams, including the Hartford Wolfpack (an AHL 
hockey team), and The University of Connecticut men’s and women’s 
basketball programs are among the top draws to the area.

In total, over $1 billion of public and private capital has been invested in 
new development projects in downtown Hartford including the Adriaen’s 
Landing master plan area, as well as over 1,000 new apartment units, new 
and renovated hotels and a new Capital Community College.

In 2004, the metropolitan area of Hartford, Connecticut, ranked second in 
per capita economic activity nationwide, behind San Francisco, California.  
Today, Hartford has a vibrant arts scene, ethnic and cultural diversity, and 
one of the highest educated workforces in the region.  All these factors 
make Hartford a regional hub of economic and social activity.  

The Front Street District will be the centerpiece of the Adriaen’s Landing 
master plan as the capital city’s  source of energy, entertainment, and 
excitement.
